Presented  at a ceremony at The House of Lords - 9th February  2006 hosted 
by Lord Morris,  this award, made annually, together with a bursary of £1000, 
is in memory of the late Paul Hope. 
Paul was Club Services and Development Officer at Phab during the 80s and 
early 90s. He was admired by all who knew him and was a great asset to 
Phab.

Louis Goldberg Award  
 
 
This is awarded in memory of the late Louis Goldberg, a devoted supporter of 
Phab, and is presented annually to someone aged 25 or under who is deemed 
to have excelled in fulfilling Phab’s aim of “promoting and encouraging people 
with and without physical disabilities to come together on equal terms and 
achieve complete integration within the wider community and to make more 
of life together”. 
 
 
 
 
The 2005 winner was Ben 
Barton of Special Task 
Force Phab in West Sussex 
 
 
 
Six years ago Ben, who was 
then 15 and at school, had a 
dream of setting up a youth 
club for young people with and 
without disabilities after 
spending a week’s work 
experience at a school catering 
for young people of varying 
abilities.  
 
He approached the youth 
worker with the aim of setting up a club locally run by young people for 
young people, where there was no distinction between members and helpers 
and everyone was equal, following absolutely the philosophy of Phab. 
 
This Phab club, named Special Task Force, is in Steyning, West Sussex with 
Ben as Chairperson and a membership of over 60 young people.
